CPAH acquired this three -bedroom, two -bath
home in February 2010. With their second child
on the way, the new homeowners were quickly
outgrowing their one -bedroom apartment. A
relative who was familiar with affordable housing
suggested they look into the program and within

a few months they were signing a contract for
their first home. Now, when the parents ask their
three year o Id daughter if she wants to go back
home

to their oel evator

her head no. She has her own room, and she
gets to spend lots of time with her nearby
grandparents, who care for her and her baby
brother. As with all CPAH homes, th e nonprofit
retained

organization ownership of the

underlying land, which is leased to the

homebuyers through a 99-year, renewable

ground lease. When the owners want to sell
their home, it can be sold back to CPAH or to
another income -qualified household at a f ormula
price designed to give the homeowner a fair
share of appreciation while still ensuring the
home remains affordable for the next buyer. This
creates a permanent inventory of affordable
housing for the community and for future

generations.
